
Whitehead (Popokatea) Mohoua albicilla (Lesson 1830), Endemic
April 1824 Bay of Islands, Northland

Lesson (1830) collected a specimen at the Bay of Islands, when the French surveying ship, the Coquille, 
visited in March and April 1824.

These three species belong to another recently-discovered endemic New Zealand family (Norman et al 
2009).
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
